	What is the PRAXIS?
	Praxis I: Pre-Professional Skills Assessments (PPST®) are designed to measure basic skills in reading, writing, and mathematics. 

	When do I take these tests?
	For students seeking admission to the University Teacher Education Program (UTEP):

July 1 for Fall admission*
October 15 for Spring admission*

	What is the format for the tests
	The reading, writing, and mathematics assessments are available in two formats: paper-based or computer-based. 
	Where can I take the tests?
	Praxis tests are offered through a  national network of Prometric Testing Centers and at select colleges and universities, including ISU (code= 5341).


	Do all states require these tests?
	These tests are currently required for teacher licensure in 44 states and are used by several professional licensing agencies, as well as by several hundred colleges and universities. Since The Praxis Series tests are used to license teachers in many states, teacher candidates can test in one state and submit their scores for licensure in any other Praxis user state.
	How do I register for the tests?
	You can register online at www.ets.org/praxis

In either case, have a credit card ready. If you cannot pay by credit card, download and complete a copy of the Praxis Registration Form (PDF) and mail with the appropriate fees.


	What do I need to register online?


	· You must create a profile and set up a username and password. 

· A credit card 

· A valid mailing address is required to complete your registration. 
Test registrations typically take 10 to 30 minutes to complete.

	Will I receive an admission ticket or do I need to request one?


	Printed admission tickets will no longer be mailed to test takers who register online. When you register online, you must print out an e-ticket.  Please note that you must take the admission e-ticket with you to the test center, and this will be the only ticket that you will receive.

	What should I do if I find an error on my online admission ticket after I have completed the registration process?
	· If your address is incorrect, log in to the online registration system and select the “manage postal address” link to make the necessary address changes. 
· If you spelled your name incorrectly, or your name has changed, you must call the Customer Services,

	How much does it cost to take these tests?
	Paper-based –  $145

Combined Computer Test –$125

(these fees include the separate registration fee of $40 per test date)


	What if I can’t find a test center that still has a seat for me?


	Although many centers fill up quickly, you can either search in neighboring states or attempt to go as a standby test taker.

	How do I make sure Iowa State receives my scores?

	You must designate Iowa State as a score recipient.  
(code= RA6306)



	When are these tests given?
	Paper-based tests are only offered on 7 Saturdays during the year (January, March, April, June, August, September, and November)

Computerized tests are given Monday - Saturday throughout the year.
	How do I prepare for these exams?
	1. View sample tests (Tests at a Glance) online at www.ets.org/praxis 

2. Take the free online simulated tests, PLATO Learning (register by sending an email to utep@iastate.edu)
3. Purchase a PPST Study Guide at a bookstore 

	When will I get my scores?
	Paper - 4 weeks 

Computer – You will see your reading and math scores on the screen as you finish your exam.  You will receive a complete paper score report with your writing score in about 3 weeks.
	How are the tests scored?


	Only questions answered correctly count toward the reported score. Therefore, it is better to guess than to leave an answer blank.



	What are the qualifying scores on the tests for admission?
	2003-2005 & 2005-2007 catalogs:

A composite score of 522 (R+W+M), with no score less than 170


	What if I do not pass?
	You will only need to retake the test(s) that you did not pass.

If you take a computer-based test, you must wait until the next calendar month to retake.  



	Is there a limit to the number of times I can retake the test?
	No – (You may take the Computerized PPST only once per calendar month and no more than 6 times within a 
12-month period. The 12-month period begins on the date of your first test during that year.)

	How do I order additional score reports?
	Complete a request for an Additional Score Report Form (ASR) online, by mail, phone, or fax. You can also call 1-800-772-9476 during regular business hours to request an additional score report. Each score report request costs $35.

	If I am planning to retake a test and want to better understand my strengths and weaknesses, is there some way I can receive customized feedback about a previous test taken?


	ETS offers a Diagnostic Preparation Program (DPP) that includes a feedback report based on your personal test results. The service may be ordered any time within four months after you take the test.  This report is designed to identify specific challenge areas on the test and 

create a personalized study plan that targets areas needing reinforcement. 


	What if I need special accommodations? 


	ETS provides reasonable accommodations that are appropriate given the purpose of the test. All test takers requesting accommodations must register through ETS Disability Services.  Approvals are made on a case-by-case basis and generally take 6 weeks. For additional information, please contact Disability Resources, 1076 Student Services Bldg., (515-294-6624).
